1.1 OGSA ACS Interface Document
The grid community currently manually creates and manages grid application content which consists of executables, scripts, and data.  This interface document specifies a standard archive format for grid applications as well as a set of web services that provide a way to bundle these components for secure storage and retrieval.  

This allows grid applications and their data to be packaged, stored, and then referenced over time as needed across domains.

ACS does not interpret or execute information in the contents; rather it just manages them for use by other OGSA-services.
