ACS defines Ready, Failed and NotReady as the state of AA instance. The following figure illustrates the state transition diagram. Since it can take some time to create an AA instance from large amounts of data, it MAY transition to the NotReady state before it settles into the Ready or Failed state when the Create/Update operation is requested (see 5.3.2 and 5.4.2. for more detail of those operations.). The AA in a NotReady state transitions to either Ready or Failed state asynchronously to the operation response. Note that the Create/Update operation can result in a Ready or Failed state without transition to the NotReady state, depending on the result of the operation or implementations.
