Background: The EMS composition roadmap will serve as input for the EMS Architecture document. The EMS Architecture document first draft milestone is February 2006.

The EMS Composition Roadmap is still far from completion. There is a lot of work to be done and it is clearly work for more than one person. The proposal is to put together one small team (e.g., 3 people) during the up-coming F2F to start working on filling in the gaps. This small team should work in parallel to the main F2F sessions.

This team should be selected on Monday with the aim of preparing enough material for a review by Wednesday. We have switched EMS session (Mon PM) and info model session (Wed PM) for this review. Also, if it is possible, the team makes deployment related scenarios on Monday and bring them to Tuesday CDDLM-WG joint session for review.

It is NOT a target to finish the entire composition roadmap by Wednesday but there should be sufficient progress so that a review by the rest of the OGSA-WG can make sure the team is on the right track.

The team (possibly expanded) will continue working on remaining scenarios after the F2F with the aim of completing at least 80% of the composition document before the end of February. Regular reviews will be carried out on OGSA-WG calls.

General requirements: Overall understanding of EMS as described in OGSA 1.0, good knowledge of at least some of BES, RSS, JSDL, CDDLM, ACS. Willing to dedicate the time to working on this during the F2F and beyond (at least until the end of Feb).
