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On June 29, 2005, we had our Charter Discussion BoF in Chicago. There were 25-30 people attending this session.

The presentation included the goal of the group along with the relations to existing working groups and existing projects, see transparencies. In the following discussion, we received constructive feedback as outlined in the minutes. The charter needs to be clarified concerning the following items:

1. The scope of considered resources does not include data or other execution services.

2. Since the reservation service is out of scope, we should also drop the “Scheduling requirements on Reservation Services” document from our charter. The GSA-RG currently prepares a document also covering this issue, and we will contribute to this effort.

At the end of the session, 9 people stated they would be willing to contribute some hours per week. In addition, four projects agreed to implement the OGSA-RSS interfaces.

A: Data and other execution services are not in the scope; just the selection of resources is considered; should be clarified in the charter

c. C: Start small and keep focused; reservation service (RS) should be        kept out of scope for now; 

d. C: other services come similar into mind; e.g. information service (OGSA-WG 11# session)

e. Q: Why deal with reservation as SRRS document in this group? If RS is not in the scope of the group, there is no reason to write a     requirements doc here.
A: Leave this part out of OGSA-RSS and instead clarify charter to contribute to the GSA-RG for their RS requirements description and the OGSA service description for the next version of the OGSA architecture doc. (GGF15 might already be too late to integrate this into the next version of the OGSA architecture doc.)

f. C: WS-Agreement has an information doc with a use-case for reservation service.

g. C: Request an official ggf.org mailing list and try to dump existing archive to this list

h. 9 persons in the room are willing to contribute some hours per week for this group
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
