3. Proposed modifications
	Candidate set generator
	In execution management, a service that determines the set of container resources on which a service or application  may execute.  
	

	Legacy program
	A pre-existing program, such as BLAST or NAMD, which must be Grid-enabled before it can be executed as a manageable resource.
	

	Manageability
	Manageability defines information that is useful for managing a entity. 

Manageability encompasses those aspects of an entity that support management specifically through instrumentation of the entity to allow managers to interact with the entity. The manageability may be provided by the resource itself or by a separate means.
Services also have its own manageability.
	

	Manageability interface
	Manageability interfaces are sets of standardized interfaces that allow a manager to interact with an entity in order to perform common management actions on this entity, such as starting it, stopping it and gathering performance data.
Services also have its own manageability interfaces.
	

	Management
	The process of monitoring an entity or service, controlling it, maintaining it in its environment, and responding appropriately to any changes of internal or external conditions.
	

	Schedule
	A mapping (relation) between task and resources, possibly with time constraints.

A schedule can be extended with a list of alternative schedule deltas.
