The term resource encompasses not only entities that are pooled (e.g. hosts, software licenses, IP addresses, etc.) or that provide a given capacity (e.g. disks, networks, memory, etc.), but also processes, print jobs and VOs, which do not expose interfaces by themselves but may still be managed by some other means.
